The total estimated cost of attendance for the 2026-2027 academic year is $20,045. This includes tuition and
fees for 15 credits per semester, housing on-campus in a double occupancy room, and on-campus meal plan.

Costs will vary per student and
may change at any time. Estimated costs for the 2027-2028 academic year will be available in April 2027.
